1. Go to http://pipes.yahoo.com 
     If you have a Yahoo! Email account, log in – if not, you’ll have to create one and log in. 

2. Near the top of the screen, find and click [image: image12.png]©URL
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. The Pipes editor will open (a bit slowly).
3. Drag-and-drop [image: image2.png]Fetch Feed



 onto the big work area that looks like graph paper.  A “Pipe Output” will appear in addition to the “Fetch Feed” box. 
	4. In the Fetch Feed URL box, type in this URL, which is a feed from Scientific American: http://rss.sciam.com/sciam/health
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5. Click on the circle at the bottom of the Fetch Feed box, and a line will appear.  Drag-and-drop this line to the circle at the top of the Pipe Output.  It should “snap” together:
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6. In the upper right, click [image: image6.png]


 and name your pipe something like “Scientific American Health.”

7.  In the upper right, click [image: image7.png]Pipe Saved Fun Fipe



. A new window should open, and you should see the text output of your Pipe!

8. Now, go back to the window with the Pipes Editor and click on [image: image8.png]P Operators



and Drag and Drop [image: image9.png]


onto the work area.  In the Sort box that appears, click on the pull-down menu and select item.title
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9.  Now you need to hook up the Sort between Fetch Feed and Pipe Output.  Hover your mouse over the circle at the top of “Pipe Output” and you’ll see a scissors. Click the scissors and you’ll disconnect your pipe.  

10. Now draw lines from the “Fetch Feed” to the “Sort” and from the “Sort” to the “Pipe Output.”  Save your Pipe, and Run Pipe to see newly ordered results!
