Systems Librarian (GS-9)

Introductory Statement:

This position is located in the Knowledge Management Team of the Centers for Disease Control & Prevention’s Public Health Library and Information Center.  The Knowledge Management Team is responsible for coordinating and facilitating activities relating to the library’s information technology goals through the design, development, implementation, and maintenance of library systems.  The Knowledge Management Team develops and coordinates major program components that include information technology (IT) support for acquisitions, circulation, cataloging, online public access catalog (OPAC), electronic resource management, document delivery, and website/portal management.

The incumbent will participate in the design and development of software in a variety of programming languages in multiple systems environments.  This person will be required to provide programming support to help develop new capabilities or to enhance existing capabilities, as well as, assist in the evaluation of alternate approaches.  The incumbent will serve on assigned projects, provide technical support to other team members and library staff on assigned projects, and is expected to stay current with developments in computer technology.  The incumbent should have familiarity with library workflows and practices, and be comfortable working independently or in a team.
